      Dealing with     
       crime in our 
    neighbourhood 
 

Crime in our neighbourhood—mostly home and ga-

rage break-ins and car ransackings—appears to be an 

on-going issue in Belltown. While the police crime 

statistics for our neighbourhood don’t show any 

alarming trends (there is a crime mapping tool avail-

able on the Ottawa Police Service website), the fact 

is that not a month goes by without some kind of in-

cident like this in Belltown, and that IS disturbing to 

our notion of a quiet, peaceful neighbourhood. 
 

The BNA has held public meetings about this topic, 

and does enjoy good co-operation with the police. 

Everybody knows to keep their doors, garages and 

cars locked, and use motion-sensor exterior lighting.  
 

The police recommend time and again, however, that 

an active Neighbourhood Watch system would help 

deter this type of criminal activity, but despite this 

our community does not have an active Neighbour-

hood Watch on any street in Belltown. There used to 

be a few, but that was a long time ago. We talk about 

this a lot, but apparently there are not enough people 

willing to do the small bit of work to make a 

Neighbourhood Watch system effective.
