NCC clear -cut in Mud Lake draws
heavy criticism from local community

Earlier in April people traversing the Mud Lake Conservation Area were aghast
to discover evidence of cleautting in this favourite area. Apparently the NCC

had brought in equipment to remove damaged and sick trees, and in the proces:s
had simply massacred the area east of the bridge, as these pictures can attes
This led to much public outcry.

As a result our MP Anita Vandenbeld hosted a meeting of some 30 concerned
1 residents from Britannia Village, Belltown and Lincoln HeigRtrkway, with
! NCC staff, to discuss the damage.

While the NCC said their motivation was to remove trees damaged by the Em-
erald Ash Borer and by recent wind and ice storms, they acknowledged that (1)
they should have consulted with the area communities on their plans, prior to
starting, (2) the project was not whlhndled as too many néxsh trees were
removed, (3) they will remove the extensive mulch from the area, (4) they will
respect the 2004 Mud Lake Plan they had commissioned (which called for paths
1 meter wide), and (5) they will be plantingat-1 for the number of trees they

had removed (500).

The NCC certainly got the message that the community was upset over the
damage that had been caused to this treasured natural area and that the debr
had to be removed. They promised to do a better job of consulting with the
community. Hope so!
